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[bookmark: _GoBack]Route 1 –Weekday (20-minute peak; 30-minute off-peak), Saturday (30-minute), and Sunday (30-minute) service. Spine of EMTA network providing frequent service from downtown to Summit Town Center. Route would cover areas served by previous Routes 1, 3, and 15. 
Route 7 – Saturday evening 30-minute service from Mercyhurst University to downtown Erie. The route would no longer operate on Fridays.
[bookmark: _Hlk516280]Route 12 – Limited weekday service from downtown to Albion (no changes to current service).
Route 14 – Limited weekday and Saturday service from Edinboro University to downtown (no changes to current service).
Route 15 – Hourly weekday and Saturday service from PSU-Behrend to Millcreek Mall. Would cover portions of old Routes 1, 15, 17, and 23. 
Route 16 – Limited weekday and Saturday service from North East to Walmart. Route 16 would no longer run directly downtown.
Route 17 – Weekday PSU-Behrend shuttle operating covering the west side of the campus every 20 minutes.
Route 18 - Weekday PSU-Behrend shuttle operating covering the east and north sides of the campus every 20 minutes.
Route 20 – Weekday frequent (20-minute) downtown shuttle connecting the Intermodal Transportation Center with EMTA’s new facility on 14th Street. The alignment would cover most of the previous Route 19.
Route 21 – Weekday (30-minute peak; hourly off-peak), Saturday (hourly), and Sunday (hourly) crosstown service linking the Fortis Institute with PSU-Behrend. The route would cover portions of the previous Routes 11, 19, 21, 22, 23, 25, 31, and 32.
Route 22 – Weekday (30-minute), Saturday (30-minute), and Sunday (hourly) crosstown circulator offering transfers to many EMTA routes. The alignment would cover portions of the previous Routes 4, 11, 16, 21, 22, 23, 24, 26, 28, and 30.
Route 23 – Hourly weekday crosstown service connecting Belle Valley and Erie County Technical School. The route would cover portions of the previous Routes 4, 15, 17, 23, 24, and 29.
Route 25 – Weekday (30-minute), Saturday (hourly), and Sunday (hourly) crosstown service linking the Fortis Institute with Walmart on Buffalo Road. The route would cover portions of the previous Routes 11, 16, 25, 28, and 29. 
Route 26 – Hourly weekday, Saturday, and Sunday service linking PSU-Behrend with the 26th Street corridor. The route would cover much of its previous alignment, but would no longer travel downtown.
Route 27 – Similar to current service, hourly weekday, Saturday, and Sunday service to Presque Isle Downs & Casino.
Route 33 – Seasonal weekday service to Presque Isle (no changes to current service).
Route 105 – Weekday service to Corry and loop service around Corry (no changes to current service).
Route 229 – Weekday peak service to Fairview Industrial Park (no changes to current service).
Edinboro Express – Weekday and Saturday service around Edinboro University and to the Porreco College, Millcreek Mall, and Walmart (no changes to current service).
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
